When costume jewellery designer and collector, Kerri-Lee 
Benson, found she was struggling with keeping her personal collection, of over 150 necklaces, 
organized, she decided to create a better jewellery box than what was currently on the market. 
 
Her own original design, called “Hidden Treasures - Your Personal Jewellery Treasury,” 
neatly organizes her collection as well as making the jewellery easily accessible yet discretely 
tucked away. This exciting new creative solution is now the main business focus of this 
ambitious young entrepreneur. 
 
The product is a shallow black box approx 19 inches across x 23 inches tall x 2 inches deep, 
which mounts to the wall at eye level, and has a framed mirror face or front. The mirror 
functions as both a home accent and a discreet cover to your secret jewellery collection. 
Jewellery hangs neatly on brass hooks inside the shallow box behind the mirror; the interior 
surface is black velvet covered corkboard, which allows for the hanging of rings, bracelets, and 
earrings on special u-pins. (U-pins included with each unit) 
 
After building the first prototype for her personal use, and showing enthusiastic girlfriends, Ms. 
Benson quickly realized that she had a viable solution to a common organizational problem. 
In just over 9 months, Ms. Benson turned an idea into a full time venture. Hidden Treasures is 
now available at a number of smaller retailers and boutiques across Southern Ontario. For more
